Special Conditions pertaining to the SASJ  Competition (Section 28)


 28.1 LEVELS

 These competitions are restricted to the Adult and Young Rider Age Groups and separate classes must be held for each age group. Competitors eligible to compete in both Age Groups in any one year may only compete in one age group in that year in this competition

Should numbers not be sufficient to run separate classes, the Young Rider and Adult competitions may be run simultaneously. The results for the Young Rider and Adult groups must be presented separately

 Level A: 1.30m Horses
 Restricted to horses that have not jumped higher than 1.30m in any Recognised Event during the 12 months preceding the first day of the competition

 Level B: 1.20m Horses
 Restricted to horses that have not jumped higher than 1.20m/1.25m in any Recognised Event during the 12 months preceding the first day of the competition.

Level C: 1.10m Horses 
Restricted to horses that have not jumped higher than 1.10m/1.15m in any Recognised Event during the 12 months preceding the first day of the competition

Level D;  1.00m Horses
 Restricted to horses that have not jumped higher than 1.00m/1.05m in any Recognised Event during the 12 months preceding the first day of the competition

Level E;  90cm Horses
 Restricted to horses that have not jumped higher than 90cm in any Recognised Event during the 12 months preceding the first day of the competition

All or any levels may be incorporated in the event by any Provincial Jumping Committee and each will be confined to members of SAEF and SASJ. 

















 28.2 DETAILS OF COMPETITIONS

1. Each level will have two competitions over different courses designed by Course Designers appointed by the SASJ Committee , held over two successive days.
1. Each of the two competitions will be conducted over two rounds, the first first round over a full course judged under Table A not against the clock, and the second over a shorter, different course, judged under Table A against the clock.  The final score for each competitor is the total penalties for the four rounds and the aggregate of that competitor's times in the second round of each competition. In the event of equality of penalties and  time for any place, the fastest time in the second round of the last competition will decide the highest placing.
1. The courses for Levels B and C will be the same in all respects, and the courses for Levels D and E will be the same in all respects.

28.3 ORDER OF STARTING 

1. Competitors may ride no more than two horses in any one level and must ride the same horse in both competitions 
1.  The order of starting in the first round of all levels will be randomly drawn as provided for in SASJ  Rule 01.14. The order of starting in the second round of the first competition will be in programme order.  The order of starting in the second round of the last competition  will be in reverse order of merit calculated using the penalties (not times) obtained by the competitor in all three of the prior rounds.
1.  The Event is to be staged over two successive days, with each level jumping two rounds per day and is run as one competition. 
1.  The order of competitions for each of the two days of the Event is to be as follows:
1     Level E
1. Level D 
1. Level C
1. Level B
1. Level A 
5 	Provincial Committees may, if they wish, elect not to stage all of the levels. 


28.4 ORGANISATION

 1 Each Show Holding Body is directly responsible for the organisation and judging of the four competitions. 
2 Each level of the competition is to be judged by two judges, at least one of whom must be on the SASJ National Panel or higher.
 3 The senior judge will at the same time be the SASJ  Technical Delegate and as such will be solely responsible for ensuring that all details of the courses are built in strict accordance with the published design.
